Dear Parade Participant:

It that time again! We are sure you are looking forward to this as much as we do. We have such a great family
event and are able to help so many people! This year’s Annual Snake Saturday Parade and Missouri State
Championship Barbeque will be held on March 15, 2008.

The Board of Northland Festivals has determined that motorized unit entries will no longer be judged in the
parade due to the fact that they do not meet the judging criteria, which can be found on our website, for this
event.

Again, Susie CIiff, parade chairperson, has set 115 units as the maximum number of entries. These entries
will be filled on a first come basis. We’ve been overwhelmed with entries for the last two years which has
created too long of a parade for family viewing, plus we want the crowd to have time to enjoy the adjoining
barbeque and other festivities.

Limits have also been set on the number of entries allotted for each division. Please refer to the enclosed Rules
and Regulations sheet for these said changes. The whole objective of the parade is to entertain. We strongly
encourage your entry to include music, either live or amplified. When submitting your entry form, it is very
important that you accurately state what kind of music you will be providing, so we can stage the parade
properly for horse units or any entry where music could pose a problem.

The parade will start promptly at 11:00 A.M., regardless of the weather conditions. Staging will begin at 8:30
A.M. The parade route will start at 14™ & Swift, where it will travel north on Swift to Armour Road, then turn
east down Armour Road to Howell Street, turn south and end after crossing 18" Street. The reviewing stand
will be on Armour Road in front of the North Kansas City/City Hall.

Enclosed you will find a Parade Entry Form, a map of the staging area and a listing of the Festival Rules and
Regulations. The entry form must be completed in its entirety and returned with your entry fee. Entry
deadline is February 27, 2008. Staging letters explaining where you are to report and what section you will be
placed in will be mailed out approximately one week before the parade.

Immediately following the parade, we extend our invitation to visit the Family Fun Festival, which will be
located across from the NKC Pro Bowl. The festival will include music, carnival rides, children’s area, crafts,
food and much, much more.

SAFETY RULES & REGULATIONS

ENTRIES

Each parade entry must have its own completed entry application form submitted by the deadline.
Ensure that all appropriate information is included and that you are registered in the proper division.
Each entry must have a responsible party captain for your organization. Each responsible captain
will be required to assure that all rules, regulations and procedures are followed by all participants with
your entry at all times. Remember, you are entering at your own risk. Safety is our first priority and it
should be yours. A signed waiver that all participants have been notified of these rules, regulations and
procedures will be required to be returned with entry.
Categories will have a limited number of entries, filled on a first come-first served basis. Limits are
as follows:
Charity Organizations — No Limit
Family/Organized Groups — 60 Entries (Walkers limited to 100 per unit)
Commercial/Business — 25 Entries
Drill Teams — 5 Entries
Automobile Groups- 4 Entries (Limited to 24 cars per unit)

e Motorcycle Groups — 4 Entries (Limited to 75 bikes per unit)
We Reserve the right to disallow any float for safety reasons.
No Lewd, offensive, crude or tasteless floats, themes or signs will be permitted.
No Political advertising or promotional materials are allowed.

Alcohol will not be tolerated! (Pursuant to all North Kansas City Ordinances) Consumption of
alcoholic beverages at any time while in parade will be cause for immediate removal and
disqualification from awards competition and automatic exclusion from participation in the next year’s
event.

No Throwing/Handing of any items from the Floats. People walking alongside the entry may
distribute items to the crowd. Please distribute candy and other give-a-ways HAND-TO-HAND by
walking along the parade route next to spectators.

Forward motion must be maintained by all units during the parade. No stopping on the Parade
Route will permitted.

No one may step on or off a vehicle or any motorized entry until it is at a complete stop. Once the
parade has started no entry or exit from a unit is permitted, except for an emergency.

Parade Marshals are posted along the parade route. They will enforce safety rules and keep spacing
between units consistent.

Fire Extinguisher must be on all floats. A minimum of at least 5 pounds.

No Sirens within 100 yards of any microphones.

Green Line program for spectator safety. Spectators are required to stay behind the line provided by
North Kansas City.



VEHICLES

1. All vehicles participating in the parade must have insurance as required by the State of Missouri.
By operating the vehicle in the Snake Saturday parade, the owner/operator warrants that the vehicle is in
sound mechanical condition with no known defects or safety concerns.

2. Vehicle entries: All operators must be 25 years of age and have a valid driver’s license.
3. Floats will not be higher than 14cute9degreetirnt he
4. No portable toilets are allowed on floats
5. Any maneuvers by motorized vehicles during the parade must be cleared in advance with the
parade committee.
6. Motorcycle Units: You may ride four abreast, but no throwing anything to the crowd, and no stunt
driving (burnouts, etc.).
ANIMALS

1. Animals in the parade must be listed on the entry application. All animals must have updated
vaccinations and be in good medical health and be able to cope with crowds and other animals.

2. In consideration of the other units in the parade, all participants with animals must immediately clean
up any animal waste along the parade route. Northland Festivals, Inc. and the City of North Kansas
City are NOT responsible for picking up animal waste.

OTHER REGULATIONS IN PLACE

1. Signed Hold Harmless Forms are required for all entries.
2. Insurance Certificates are required for all vendors, etc.

Violation of any of these rules may result in sanctioning by the Board of Snake Saturday!
